Subject to sub clauses 13.5.2 (a) & (b) aboveng change in excise duty upward/downward as
a result of any statutory variation in excise duty t aking place within contract terms shall be
allowed to the extent of actual quantum of excise duty paid by the supplier. In case of
downward revision in excise duty, the actual quantum of reduction of excise duty shall be
reimbursed to the purchaser by the supplier. All suc h adjustments shall include all reliefs,
exemptions, rebates, concession etc. if any obtaind by the supplier.

13.5.3 Sales Tax:

If a tenderer asks for sales tax/CST against form D/ VAT/CENVAT, Service Tax and Works
Contract Tax to be paid extra, the rate and nature of sales tax applicable should be shown
separately. The sales tax /CST against form D / VAT /CENVAT, Service Tax and Works Contract

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Tax will be paid as per the rate at which it is liable to be assessed or has actually been assessed
provided the transaction of sale is legally liable to sales tax/ CST against form D / VAT/CENVAT,
Service Tax and Works Contract Tax and is payable asper the terms of the contract. If any refund

of Tax is received at a later date, the Supplier mustreturn the amount forth-with to the purchaser.

Octroi Duty and Local Duties & Taxes:

Normally, goods to be supplied to government departmen ts against government contracts are
exempted from levy of town duty, Octroi duty, termina | tax and other levies of local bodies.
However, on some occasions, the local bodies (like bwn body, municipal body etc.) as per their
regulations allow such exemptions only on production of certificate to this effect from the
concerned government department. Keeping this in vie w, the supplier shall ensure that the stores
to be supplied by the supplier against the contract placed by the purchaser are exempted from levy
of any such duty or tax and, wherever necessary, obtan the exemption certificate from the
purchaser.

However, if a local body still insists upon payment of such local duties and taxes, the same should
be paid by the supplier to the local body to avoid de lay in supplies and possible demurrage
charges and obtain a receipt for the same. The suppler should forward the receipt obtained for
such payment to the purchaser to enable the purchasr reimburse the supplier and take other
necessary action in the matter.

Customs Duty:

In respect of imported stores offered from abroad, the tenderer shall specify the rate as well as the
total amount of customs duty payable with CDEC, if a pplicable, on the quoted goods in the Price
Schedule. The tenderer shall also indicate the correponding Indian Customs Tariff Number
applicable for the goods in question.

For transportation of imported goods offered from abroad, relevant instructions as incorporated
under GCC Clause 10 shall be followed.

For insurance of goods to be supplied, relevantinstructions as provided under GCC Clause 11
shall be followed.

Unless otherwise specifically indicated in this TE document, the terms FCA, FOB, FAS, CIF, CIP,
DDP etc. for imported goods offered from abroad, shall be governed by the rules & regulations
prescribed in the current edition of INCOTERMS, publis hed by the International Chamber of
Commerce, Paris

The need for indication of all such price components by the tenderers, as required in this clause
(viz., GIT clause 13) is for the purpose of comparison of the tenders by the purchaser and will no
way restrict the purchaser’s right to award the cont ract on the selected tenderer on any of the
terms offered.

Indian Agent

If a foreign tenderer has engaged an agent in mdia in connection with its tender, the foreign
tenderer, in addition to indicating Indian agent’'s commi ssion, if any, in a manner described under

GIT sub clause 12.2 above, shall also furnish thedllowing information:

a) The complete name and address of the Indian Agent and its permanent income tax
account number as allotted by the Indian Income Tax authority.

b) The details of the services to be rendered by the gent for the subject requirement.

c) Details of Service outlets in India, nearest to he consignee(s), to render services during
Warranty and CMC period.

Firm Price

Unless otherwise specified in the SIT, prices goted by the tenderer shall remain firm and fixed
during the currency of the contract and not subject to variation on any account.

However, as regards taxes and duties, if any, chageable on the goods and payable, the conditions
stipulated in GIT clause 13 will apply.

Alternative Tenders
Alternative Tenders are not permitted.

However the Tenderers can quote alternate modelsmeeting the tender specifications of same
manufacturer with single EMD.

Documents Establishing Tenderer’s Eligibility and Qualifica  tions

Pursuant to GIT clause 11, the tenderer shall drnish, as part of its tender, relevant details and
documents establishing its eligibility to quote and i ts qualifications to perform the contract if its
tender is accepted.

The documentary evidence needed to establish thetenderer's qualifications shall fulfil the
following requirements:

a) In case the tenderer offers to supply goods, which are manufactured by some other firm, the
tenderer has been duly authorised by the goods manufacturer to quote for and supply the
goods to the purchaser. The tenderer shall submit the manufacturer’'s authorization letter to
this effect as per the standard form provided under Section XIV in this document.

b) The tenderer has the required financial, technicd and production capability necessary to
perform the contract and, further, it meets the qual ification criteria incorporated in the Section
IX in these documents.

c) In case the tenderer is not doing business in India it is duly represented by an agent stationed
in India fully equipped and able to carry out the requ ired contractual functions and duties of
the supplier including after sale service, maintenance & repair etc. of the goods in question,
stocking of spare parts and fast moving components and other obligations, if any, specified in
the conditions of contract and/or technical specifica tions.

d) In case the tenderer is an Indian agent/authorized r epresentative quoting on behalf of a
foreign manufacturer for the restricted item , the Indian agent/authorized representative is
already enlisted under the Compulsory Enlistment Scheme of Ministry of Finance, Govt. of
India, operated through Directorate General of Suppli es & Disposals (DGS&D), New Delhi.

Documents establishing Good’s Conformity to TE document.

The tenderer shall provide in its tender the required as well as the relevant documents like
technical data, literature, drawings etc. to establish that the goods and services offered in the
tender fully conform to the goods and services specified by the purchaser in the TE documents.
For this purpose the tenderer shall also provide a clause-by-clause commentary on the technical
specifications and other technical details incorporated by the purchaser in the TE documents to
establish technical responsiveness of the goods and ervices offered in its tender.

In case there is any variation and/or deviation between the goods & services prescribed by the
purchaser and that offered by the tenderer, the tenderer shall list out the same in a chart form
without ambiguity and provide the same along with its  tender.

If a tenderer furnishes wrong and/or misguiding da ta, statement(s) etc. about technical

acceptability of the goods and services offered by it, its tender will be liable to be ignored and
rejected in addition to other remedies available to the purchaser in this regard.

Earnest Money Deposit (EMD)

Pursuant to GIT clauses 8.1 and 11.1(d) the tender shall furnish along with its tender, earnest
money for amount as shown in the List of Requirements. The earnest money is required to protect
the purchaser against the risk of the tenderer’'s unwarranted conduct as amplified under sub-
clause 19.7 below.

The tenderers who are currently registered and, dso, will continue to remain registered during the

tender validity period with Directorate General of Sup plies & Disposals or with National Small

Industries Corporation, New Delhi for the specific g oods as per tender enquiry specification shall
be eligible for exemption from EMD. Vague stipulati ons in the Registration Certificate such as “to
customers’ specification” etc. will not be acceptable for exemption from furnishing of earnest
money. In case the tenderer falls in these categoris, it should furnish copy of its valid registration

details (with DGS&D or NSIC, as the case may be).

The earnest money shall be denominated in Indian Rupees or equivalent currencies as per GIT
clause 12.2. The earnest money shall be furnished irone of the following forms:

i) Account Payee Demand Draft
i) Fixed Deposit Receipt

iii) Banker’s cheque and

iv) Bank Guarantee

The demand draft, fixed deposit receipt or banker's cheque shall be drawn on any commercial
bank in India or country of the tenderer, in favour of the “Financial Adviser, NEIGRIHMS,
Shillong”. In case of bank guarantee, the same is b be provided from any commercial bank in
India or country of the tenderer as per the format sp ecified under Section XllI in these documents.

The earnest money shall be valid for a period of Sixty (60) days beyond the validity period of the
tender. As validity period of Tender as per Clause 20 of GIT is 365 days, the EMD shall be valid for
165 days from Techno — Commercial Tender opening date.

Unsuccessful tenderers’ earnest money will be eturned to them without any interest, after expiry
of the tender validity period, but not later than thi rty days after conclusion of the resultant
contract. Successful tenderer’s earnest money willbe returned without any interest, after receipt of
performance security from that tenderer.

Earnest Money is required to protect the purchaser against the risk of the Tenderer's conduct,
which would warrant the forfeiture of the EMD. Earne st money of a tenderer will be forfeited, if
the tenderer withdraws or amends its tender or impairs or derogates from the tender in any
respect within the period of validity of its tender o r if it comes to notice that the
information/documents furnished in its tender is incor rect, false, misleading or forged without
prejudice to other rights of the purchaser. The successful tenderer’s earnest money will be forfeited
without prejudice to other rights of Purchaser if it fails to furnish the required performance
security within the specified period.

In the case of Bank Guarantee furnished from baiks outside India (i.e. foreign Banks), it should be
authenticated and countersigned by any nationalised bank in India by way of back-to-back counter
guarantee.

Tender Validity

If not mentioned otherwise in the SIT, the tenders shall remain valid for acceptance for a period of

365 days (Three hundred and Sixty Five days) after thedate of tender opening prescribed in the TE
document. Any tender valid for a shorter period shall be treated as unresponsive and rejected.

In exceptional cases, the tenderers may be reqested by the purchaser to extend the validity of
their tenders up to a specified period. Such request(9 and responses thereto shall be conveyed by
surface mail or by fax/ telex/cable followed by surf ace mail. The tenderers, who agree to extend
the tender validity, are to extend the same without any change or modification of their original
tender and they are also to extend the validity period of the EMD accordingly. A tenderer,
however, may not agree to extend its tender validity w ithout forfeiting its EMD.

In case the day up to which the tenders are toremain valid falls on/ subsequently declared a
holiday or closed day for the purchaser, the tender validity shall automatically be extended up to
the next working day.

Signing and Sealing of Tender
The tenderers shall submit their tenders as perthe instructions contained in GIT Clause 11.

Unless otherwise mentioned in the SIT, a tendere shall submit three copies of its tender marking
them as “Original” and “Duplicate”. Original and Du plicate tenders may contain all pages
including Technical Literature/Catalogues as per in O riginal tenders.

The original and other copies of the tender shal either be typed or written in indelible ink and the

same shall be signed by the tenderer or by a person(} who has been duly authorized to bind the
tenderer to the contract. The letter of authorization shall be by a written power of attorney, which
shall also be furnished along with the tender.

All the copies of the tender shall be duly signed at the appropriate places as indicated in the TE
documents and all other pages of the tender including printed literature, if any shall be initialled
by the same person(s) signing the tender. The tendershall not contain any erasure or overwriting,
except as necessary to correct any error made by theenderer and, if there is any such correction;
the same shall be initialled by the person(s) signing the tender.

The tenderer is to seal the original and each opy of the tender in separate envelopes, duly
marking the same as “Original”, “Duplicate” and so o n and writing the address of the purchaser
and the tender reference number on the envelopes. Tte sentence “NOT TO BE OPENED” before

(The tenderer is to put the date & time oftender opening) are to be written on these
envelopes. The inner envelopes are then to be put n a bigger outer envelope, which will also be
duly sealed, marked etc. as above. If the outer envelge is not sealed and marked properly as
above, the purchaser will not assume any responsibility for its misplacement, premature opening,
late opening etc.

TE document seeks quotation following two Tender System , in two parts. First part will be known
as 'Techno - Commercial Tender’ , and the second part‘Price Tender’ as specified in clause 11 of
GIT. Tenderer shall seal Techno - Commercial Tender’ and ‘Price Tender’ separately and covers
will be suitably super scribed. Both these sealed coves shall be put in a bigger cover and sealed
and procedure prescribed in Paras 21.1 to 21.5 followea.

D. SUBMISSION OF TENDERS
Submission of Tenders

Unless otherwise specified, the tenderers are tadeposit the tenders in the tender box kept for this
purpose at a place as indicated in the SIT of the Tenler document. In case of bulky tender, which
can not be put into tender box, the same shall be simitted by the tenderer by hand to the
nominated officers of the purchaser, as indicated in the SIT. The officer receiving the tender will
give the tenderer an official receipt duly signed wi th date and time.

The tenderers must ensure that they deposit ther tenders not later than the closing time and date
specified for submission of tenders. It is the responsibility of the tenderer to ensure that their
Tenders whether sent by post or by courier or by person, are dropped in the Tender Box by the
specified clearing date and time. In the event of the specified date for submission of tender falls on
/ is subsequently declared a holiday or closed day fo r the purchaser, the tenders will be received
up to the appointed time on the next working day.

Late Tender

A tender, which is received after the specified date and time for receipt of tenders will be treated as
“late” tender and will be ignored.

Alteration and Withdrawal of Tender

The tenderer, after submitting its tender, is permitted to alter / modify its tender so long as such
alterations / modifications are received duly signed, sealed and marked like the original tender,
within the deadline for submission of tenders. Alterat ions / modifications to tenders received after
the prescribed deadline will not be considered.

No tender should be withdrawn after the deadline f or submission of tender and before expiry of
the tender validity period. If a tenderer withdraws the tender during this period, it will result in
forfeiture of the earnest money furnished by the ten derer in its tender.

E. TENDER OPENING
Opening of Tenders

The purchaser will open the tenders at the spedied date and time and at the specified place as
indicated in the NIT.

In case the specified date of tender opening falls on/ is subsequently declared a holiday or closed
day for the purchaser, the tenders will be opened at the appointed time and place on the next
working day.

Authorized representatives of the tenderers, who have submitted tenders on time may attend the
tender opening provided they bring with them letters of authority from the corresponding
tenderers.

The tender opening official(s) will prepare a list o f the representatives attending the tender
opening. The list will contain the representatives’ names & signatures and corresponding
tenderers’ names and addresses.

Two - Tender system as mentioned in para 21.6 abve will be as follows. The Techno -
Commercial Tenders are to be opened in the first instance, at the presribed time and date as
indicated in NIT. These Tenders shall be scrutinized and evaluated by the competent committee/

authority with reference to parameters prescribed in the TE document. During the Techno -
Commercial Tender opening, the tender opening official(s) will read the salient features of the
tenders like brief description of the goods offered, delivery period, Earnest Money Deposit and

any other special features of the tenders, as deemedit by the tender opening official(s). Thereafter,

in the second stage, the Price Tenders of only the Tehno - Commercially acceptable offers (as
decided in the first stage) shall be opened for further scrutiny and evaluation on a date notified

after the evaluation of the Techno — Commercial tender. The prices, special discount if any of the
goods offered etc., as deemed fit by tender opening official(s) will be read out.

F. SCRUTINY AND EVALUATION OF TENDERS
Basic Principle
Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of the tems & conditions already incorporated in the TE
document, based on which tenders have been received aml the terms, conditions etc. mentioned by
the tenderers in their tenders. No new condition will be brought in while scrutinizing and
evaluating the tenders.

The Purchaser will examine the Tenders to detemine whether they are complete, whether any
computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the
documents have been properly signed stamped and whether the Tenders are generally in order.

Prior to the detailed evaluation of Price Tenders, pursuant to GIT Clause 34, the Purchaser will
determine the substantial responsiveness of each Teder to the TE Document. For purposes of
these clauses, a substantially responsive Tender isone, which conforms to all the terms and
conditions of the TE Documents without material deviat ions. Deviations from, or objections or
reservations to critical provisions such as those mncerning Performance Security (GCC Clause 5),
Warranty (GCC Clause 15), EMD (GIT Clause 19), Taxesk Duties (GCC Clause 20), Force Majeure
(GCC Clause 26) and Applicable law (GCC Clause 31)will be deemed to be a material deviation.
The Purchaser's determination of a Tender's responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the
tender itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

If a Tender is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Purchaser and cannot
subsequently be made responsive by the Tenderer by carection of the nonconformity.

The tenders will be scrutinized to determine whether they are complete and meet the essential and
important requirements, conditions etc. as prescribed in the TE document. The tenders, which do
not the meet the basic requirements, are liable tobe treated as non — responsive and will be
summarily ignored.

The following are some of the important aspects, for which a tender shall be declared non —

responsive and will be summarily ignored;

0] Tender form as per Section X (signed and stamped)not enclosed

(i)  Tender is unsigned.

(i)  Tender validity is shorter than the required pe riod.

(iv)  Required EMD (Amount, validity etc.)/ exemption do cuments have not been provided.

v) Tenderer has quoted for goods manufactured by other manufacturer(s) without the
required Manufacturer’'s Authorisation Form as per Se ction XIV.

(vi)  Tenderer has not agreed to give the required performance security.

(vii) Goods offered are not meeting the tender enquiry specification.

(viii) Tenderer has not agreed to other essential candition(s) specially incorporated in the tender
enquiry like terms of payment, liquidated damages clau se, warranty clause, dispute
resolution mechanism applicable law.

(ix)  Poor/ unsatisfactory past performance.

(x) Tenderers who stand deregistered/banned/blacklisted by any Govt. Authorities.

(xi)  Tenderer is not eligible as per GIT Clauses 51 & 17.1.

(xii) Tenderer has not quoted for the entire quantity as specified in the List of Requirements in
the quoted schedule.

Minor Infirmity/lrregularity/Non-Conformity

If during the preliminary examination, the purc haser find any minor informality and/or
irregularity and/or non-conformity in a tender, the purchaser may waive the same provided it
does not constitute any material deviation and financi al impact and, also, does not prejudice or
affect the ranking order of the tenderers. Wherever necessary, the purchaser will convey its
observation on such ‘minor’ issues to the tenderer by registered/speed post etc. asking the
tenderer to respond by a specified date. If the tenderer does not reply by the specified date or gives
evasive reply without clarifying the point at issue in clear terms, that tender will be liable to be
ignored.

Discrepancies in Prices

If, in the price structure quoted by a tenderer, there is discrepancy between the unit price and the
total price (which is obtained by multiplying the un it price by the quantity), the unit price shall
prevail and the total price corrected accordingly, unl ess the purchaser feels that the tenderer has
made a mistake in placing the decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as
quoted shall prevail over the unit price and the unit price corrected accordingly.

If there is an error in a total price, which has been worked out through addition and/or
subtraction of subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total corrected; and

If there is a discrepancy between the amount &pressed in words and figures, the amount in words
shall prevail, subject to sub clause 29.1 and 29.2zove.

If, as per the judgement of the purchaser, thee is any such arithmetical discrepancy in a tender,
the same will be suitably conveyed to the tenderer by registered / speed post. If the tenderer does
not agree to the observation of the purchaser, thetender is liable to be ignored.

Discrepancy between original and copies of Tender

In case any discrepancy is observed between th text etc. of the original copy and that in the other
copies of the same tender set, the text etc. of theoriginal copy shall prevail. Here also, the
purchaser will convey its observation suitably to t he tenderer by register / speed post and, if the
tenderer does not accept the purchaser’s observationthat tender will be liable to be ignored.

Qualification Criteria

Tenders of the tenderers, who do not meet the regired Qualification Criteria prescribed in Section
IX, will be treated as non - responsive and will not be considered further.

Conversion of tender currencies to Indian Rupees

In case the TE document permits the tenderers taquote their prices in different currencies, all such

quoted prices of the responsive tenderers will be converted to a single currency viz., Indian

Rupees for the purpose of equitable comparison and evaluation, as per the exchange rates
established by the Reserve Bank of India for similar transactions, as on the date of ‘Price Tender’
opening.

Schedule-wise Evaluation

In case the List of Requirements contains morethan one schedule, the responsive tenders will be
evaluated and compared separately for each schedule. The tender for a schedule will not be
considered if the complete requirements prescribed in that schedule are not included in the tender.
However, as already mentioned in GIT sub clause 13.2,the tenderers have the option to quote for
any one or more schedules and offer discounts for comhbined schedules. Such discounts wherever
applicable will be taken into account to determine t he lowest evaluated cost for the purchaser in
deciding the successful tenderer for each schedule, sbject to tenderer(s) being responsive.

Comparison of Tenders

Unless mentioned otherwise in Section — Il — Specid Instructions to Tenderers and Section — VI —
List of Requirements, the comparison of the responsive tenders shall be carried out on Delivery
Duty Paid (DDP) consignee site basis. The quoted tumkey prices and CMC prices will also be
added for comparison/ranking purpose for evaluation.

Additional Factors and Parameters for Evaluation and Ranki ng of Responsive Tenders

Further to GIT Clause 34 above, the purchaseg evaluation of a tender will include and take into
account the following:

i) In the case of goods manufactured in India or goods of foreign origin already located in India,
sales tax & other similar taxes and excise duty & other similar duties, Customs Duties, Service
Tax, Works Contract Tax etc which will be contractu ally payable (to the tenderer), on the goods
if a contract is awarded on the tenderer; and

i) in the case of goods of foreign origin offered fr om abroad, customs duty and other similar
import duties/taxes, which will be contractually pay able (to the tenderer) on the goods if the
contract is awarded on the tenderer.

The purchaser’'s evaluation of tender will also take into account the additional factors, if any,
incorporated in SIT in the manner and to the extent indicated therein.

The Purchaser reserves the right to give the pice preference to small-scale sectors etc. and
purchase preference to central public sector undertakings as per the instruction in vogue while
evaluating, comparing and ranking the responsive ten ders.

Tenderer’s capability to perform the contract

The purchaser, through the above process of teder scrutiny and tender evaluation will determine
to its satisfaction whether the tenderer, whose tender has been determined as the lowest evaluated
responsive tender is eligible, qualified and capable in all respects to perform the contract
satisfactorily. If, there is more than one schedule in the List of Requirements, then, such
determination will be made separately for each schedule.

The above-mentioned determination will, interali a, take into account the tenderer’'s financial,
technical and production capabilities for satisfying all the requirements of the purchaser as
incorporated in the TE document. Such determination will be based upon scrutiny and
examination of all relevant data and details submitte d by the tenderer in its tender as well as such
other allied information as deemed appropriate by the purchaser.

Contacting the Purchaser

From the time of submission of tender to the time of awarding the contract, if a tenderer needs to
contact the purchaser for any reason relating to this tender enquiry and / or its tender, it should
do so only in writing.

In case a tenderer attempts to influence the puchaser in the purchaser’'s decision on scrutiny,
comparison & evaluation of tenders and awarding the c ontract, the tender of the tenderer shall be
liable for rejection in addition to appropriate admin istrative actions being taken against that
tenderer, as deemed fit by the purchaser.

G. AWARD OF CONTRACT
Purchaser’s Right to accept any tender and to reject any or all tenders

The purchaser reserves the right to accept inpart or in full any tender or reject any or more
tender(s) without assigning any reason or to cancel the tendering process and reject all tenders at
any time prior to award of contract, without incurri ng any liability, whatsoever to the affected
tenderer or tenderers.

Award Criteria

Subject to GIT clause 38 above, the contract iV be awarded to the lowest evaluated responsive
tenderer decided by the purchaser in terms of GIT Clause 36.

Variation of Quantities at the Time of Award/ Currency  of Contract

At the time of awarding the contract, the purch aser reserves the right to increase or decrease by p
to twenty five (25) per cent, the quantity of goods and services mentioned in the schedule (s) in the
“List of Requirements” (rounded of to next whole numbe r) without any change in the unit price
and other terms & conditions quoted by the tenderer.

If the quantity has not been increased at thetime of the awarding the contract, the purchaser
reserves the right to increase by up to twenty five (25) per cent, the quantity of goods and services
mentioned in the contract (rounded of to next whole n umber) without any change in the unit price
and other terms & conditions mentioned in the contract , during the currency of the contract.

Notification of Award
Before expiry of the tender validity period, the purchaser will notify the successful tenderer(s) in

writing, by registered / speed post or by fax/ telex/ cable (to be confirmed by registered / speed
post) that its tender for goods & services, which have been selected by the purchaser, has been

Application

The General Conditions of Contract incorporated in this section shall be applicable for this purchase
to the extent the same are not superseded by the Speial Conditions of Contract prescribed under
Section V, List of requirements under Section VI and Technical Specification under Section VII of
this document.

Use of contract documents and information

The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract or any
provision thereof including any specification, drawi ng, sample or any information furnished by or
on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than the person(s) employed
by the supplier in the performance of the contract emanating from this TE document. Further, any
such disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and only so far as
necessary for the purposes of such performance forthis contract.

Further, the supplier shall not, without the pu rchaser’s prior written consent, make use of any
document or information mentioned in GCC sub-clause 2.1 above except for the sole purpose of
performing this contract.

Except the contract issued to the supplier, eachand every other document mentioned in GCC sub-
clause 2.1 above shall remain the property of the purchaser and, if advised by the purchaser, all
copies of all such documents shall be returned to the purchaser on completion of the supplier's
performance and obligations under this contract.

Patent Rights

Inspection, Testing and Quality Control

The purchaser and/or its nominated representative (s) will, without any extra cost to the purchaser,
inspect and/or test the ordered goods and the related services to confirm their conformity to the

contract specifications and other quality control de tails incorporated in the contract. The purchaser
shall inform the supplier in advance, in writing, th e purchaser’s programme for such inspection
and, also the identity of the officials to be deputed for this purpose. The cost towards the
transportation, boarding & lodging will be borne by t he purchaser and/or its nominated

representative(s).

The Technical Specification and Quality Control Requirements incorporated in the contract shall
specify what inspections and tests are to be carriedout and, also, where and how they are to be
conducted. If such inspections and tests are conductedin the premises of the supplier or its
subcontractor(s), all reasonable facilities and assstance, including access to relevant drawings,
design details and production data, shall be furnished by the supplier to the purchaser’s inspector at
no charge to the purchaser.

If during such inspections and tests the contracted goods fail to conform to the required
specifications and standards, the purchaser’s inspecor may reject them and the supplier shall either
replace the rejected goods or make all alterations neessary to meet the specifications and standards,
as required, free of cost to the purchaser and resubnit the same to the purchaser’s inspector for
conducting the inspections and tests again.

In case the contract stipulates pre-despatch inpection of the ordered goods at supplier's premises,
the supplier shall put up the goods for such inspection to the purchaser’s inspector well ahead of
the contractual delivery period, so that the purchaser’s inspector is able to complete the inspection
within the contractual delivery period.

If the supplier tenders the goods to the purchase’s inspector for inspection at the last moment
without providing reasonable time to the inspector f or completing the inspection within the

contractual delivery period, the inspector may carry out the inspection and complete the formality

Transportation of Goods

Instructions for transportation of imported goo ds offered from abroad:

In case of FOB/FAS contracts, shipping arrangements shall be made by the Shipping Co-ordination
and Chartering Division/Shipping Co-ordination and Off icer, Ministry of Surface Transport, New
Delhi, India. Notice about the readiness of Cargo for shipment shall be given by the supplier from
time to time at least six weeks in advance for finalising the shipping arrangement, through
Fax/Telex and courier, to the Chief Controller of Ch artering, Shipping Co-ordination Officer,
Ministry of Surface Transport, Government of India, New Delhi. Within three weeks of receipt of
the advance notice, as above, the said Chief Controlér of Chartering, Shipping Coordination Officer
will advise the supplier, through Fax/Telex and cour ier when and on board what vessels, these
goods or such part thereof are to be delivered.

If the advice for shipping arrangement is not furnis hed to the supplier within three weeks as
aforesaid or if the vessel arranged is scheduled to arive at the specified port of loading later than
fifteen days of the date of readiness of cargo, as afeesaid, the supplier may arrange for such
transport on alternative carriers with the prior wr itten consent of the purchaser.

Where the supplier is required under the contract to deliver the goods on FOB/FAS basis and to
arrange on behalf and at the expense of the purchasefor ocean transportation on Indian flag vessels
or vessels of conference lines in which India is a member country, the supplier may arrange for such
transportation on alternate carriers if the specifi ed Indian flag vessels or conference vessels are not
available to transport the goods within the time per iod(s) specified in the contract, with the prior
written consent of the purchaser.

Should the goods or any part thereof be not delivered on the nominated vessel (except in case where
prior written consent of the purchaser was obtained ), the supplier will be liable for all payments and
expenses that the purchaser may incur or be put to, by reason of such non-delivery including dead
and extra freight, demurrage of vessels and any other charges, whatsoever incurred by the
purchaser.

The supplier shall not arrange part-shipments and/or transhipment without the express/prior
written consent of the purchaser. Where the supplier is required under the contract to deliver the
goods under CIF/CIP terms, no further restriction sh all be placed on the choice of the ocean carrier
except that the shipment shall be made by Indian flag vessel or by vessels belonging to the
conference lines in which India is a member country.

In case of airlifting of imported goods offered from a broad, the same will be done only through the
National Carrier i.e. Air India wherever applicable.

a) The spare parts as selected by the purchaser to & purchased from the supplier, subject to
the condition that such purchase of the spare parts shall not relieve the supplier of any

i) Sufficient advance notice to the purchaser before such discontinuation to provide
adequate time to the purchaser to purchase the requred spare parts etc., and

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Comprehensive Warranty

The supplier warrants comprehensively that the goods supplied under the contract is new, unused

and incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless prescribed otherwise by the
purchaser in the contract. The supplier further war rants that the goods supplied under the contract

shall have no defect arising from design, materials (except when the design adopted and / or the mhiateria
used are as per the purchaser’s specificjtionsvorkmanship or from any act or omission of the
supplier, that may develop under normal use of the su pplied goods under the conditions prevailing

in India.

This warranty shall remain valid for 5 /2 year s (Refer Section VII) for details after the goods or any
portion thereof as the case may be, have been deliveed to the final destination and installed and
commissioned at the final destination and accepted by the purchaser in terms of the contract , unless
specified otherwise in the SCC.

In case of any claim arising out of this warranty, the purchaser/consignee shall promptly notify the
same in writing to the supplier.

Liguidated damages

Subject to GCC clause 26, if the supplier fag to deliver any or all of the goods or fails to perf orm the
